Introduction

About the program

The Intensive English Program & Cultural Immersion (IEP&CI) is designed for people who have at
least A2 Level of English according to the Common European Framework of Reference (CEFR) and
wish to have a language immersion experience. The program is run by Tennessee State University
(TSU) in partnership with Maria Cano and seeks to help students improve their English language
skills and become familiar with the southern culture of Nashville, Tennessee, United States. This
course is 3 weeks with a schedule intensity of 24 hours of instruction per week.

Program objectives
1. Offer a course to improve the level of English of the participants.
2. Promote mobility and interculturality in the Maria Cano community and its surroundings.

Reports

Students will take a placement test at the start of the program and an exit test at the end of the
course, which will provide us with data to report student achievement. In addition, teachers will
provide a feedback session to inform students about their strengths, weaknesses, and different
ways to improve them.

Application

Students must complete the application form and submit the documents required therein to
participate in the program. The cost of the application to the TSU is already included in the total
cost of the program and is non-refundable. In order to register, in addition to the personal data, you
must attach the biographical data page of your passport, the copy of your last diploma obtained and
a minimum A2 level certificate (if you have one).
